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Proposed Retail/ Residential Development

On October 15, 2007 a first public meeting was held at
Unionville Meadows PS regarding a proposal to develop
land at the corner of Castan and Kennedy. The proposal
was for retail space, possibly including a grocery store and
two 16 storey residential towers.

Approximately 60 residents attended the meeting to listen to
the applicant’s proposal. Reaction to the proposal was
mixed with some residents being concerned about the effect
that tall buildings would have. Other residents felt that
condos and retail space was a better proposal than a car
dealership.

The applicant’s designer discussed many of the architectural
features that were being considered in the design in order to
minimize the impact on neighbours. The designers could
choose to build one tower that would not be as tall, but in
their opinion two thinner, taller towers cast less shadows
and block less of people’s view.

Based on feedback from our community meeting in October,
the developer is considering making the development more
pedestrian and bike friendly as well as reducing the towers
to 12 from 16 stories that were originally proposed.

The Town has confirmed that medium-rise developments
such as this proposal will become increasingly common in
Markham as the town struggles to control housing sprawl
and increase density. The new Markham Centre will contain
several buildings similar to the proposed design.

In order to proceed with their proposal the applicants still
have several hurdles. The applicants are required to
conform to guidelines for water consumption and sewer
usage, both of which are in short supply in Markham.
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Proposed Car Dealerships

The land on which the BMW and Nissan dealerships are proposed is
designated in the Community Master Plan to provide amenities such as
shops, services and restaurants that would benefit the residents of South
Unionville. The community amenity area by-law 2001-106 prohibits motor
vehicle sales establishments. Dealerships do not specifically service
South Unionville and will attract increased traffic to our neighbourhood.

As South Unionville Avenue and Helen Avenue are residential, not
commercial streets, there are concerns about these proposals. They are:

BMW Proposal
Concerns with this proposal are:

Trucks loading and unloading as currently happens on Helen Avenue
Test drives in our neighbourhood

Lighting from the parking lot affecting residents ability to enjoy their
property

Lack of additional community amenities

Nissan Proposal
The Nissan dealership would only have frontage to South Unionville

Avenue. Our concerns with this proposal are:
Commercial traffic on South Unionville Avenue and student safety
Test drives in our neighbourhood
Lighting spill over into residential property
Increased traffic in the community

The owners of the Nissan dealership were at the February 21, 2008,
meeting and have expressed an interest in being involved in the
community and working with the residents to address any concerns. They
have stated that unloading of vehicles should not be a concern as the
dealership receives all vehicles at a compound north of the city.
